The 20 or so teenagers all took part in an
exciting three-year project called Generating
Genius, which aims to encourage talented
boys from diverse cultural backgrounds into
scientific professions such as engineering,
medicine, bio-technology and life sciences.
During the three years the boys took part in
science masterclasses and visited university
science departments where they conducted
complex research and challenging
experiments. Some participants spent the
summer of 2005 at the University of the
West Indies in Jamaica.

The celebration event was hosted with
confidence and humour by two of the
boys, Marcus and Shane. In small groups,
the participants gave presentations to an
audience of friends, family, teachers and
VIP guests on the assignments they had
undertaken through the Generating
Genius project. These covered reducing the
spread of malaria, addressing the rise in
diabetes, and the role of robotics in Sierra
Leone’s mining industry. The boys also
showed off their engineering skills in a
‘robotics fashion show".

Dr Tony Sewell, CEO of Generating
Genius, praised all the boys as “wonderful
role models” who were challenging
society’s stereotypes about scientists. He
explained that the charity, already
successfully established in the UK and
Jamiaica, is now planning to taking the
Generating Genius programme to Trinidad
and would also be making more
opportunities available for girls from black
and minority ethnic communities.
