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A Level Drama & Theatre

Year 13 A Level Drama students: Almaz, Ava, Gabby and Neriah, had their Devised Performance
Exam on Wednesday 16th October.

For this component students develop their creative and exploratory
skills to devise an
original performance for an audience. The starting point for this
devising process is an extract from a performance text (4.48
Psychosis by Sarah Kane) and an influential theatre practitioner
(Antonin Artaud). Artaud's intention for his audience is for them to
be shocked/disturbed/uncomfortable, therefore the students’
subject matter/style of performance reflected this. The play was an
unsettling exploration of a recent true crime event. This component
is worth 40% of their A Level qualification.



GCSE Drama

This component deals with devising, which is an exciting and challenging opportunity to work
collaboratively with others to explore a range of stimuli in order to create an original performance piece.
Alongside their performance, students are required to produce a portfolio of evidence which documents
their process. This Component is worth 40% of their overall grade. Students completed their practical
exam for this on Monday 14th October.
